“Procedural Understanding in Physics”

What is Procedural Understanding (PU)?

Procedural understanding is often ‘implicit’ and goes behind the planning and execution of practical or experimental physics. It is the thinking behind the doing, or the decisions that have to be made for doing experimental work. Procedural understanding is the understanding of a set of ideas or concepts related to the ‘knowing how’ of science and needed to put science into practice. It is the understanding of concepts like variable identification, sample size, variable types, relative scale, range, interval, choice of instruments, repeatability, graph type etc. This understanding helps in solving simple as well as complex real life practical/experimental problems.
Workshop Objectives:

The prime objective of this workshop is to introduce and illustrate what do we understand by procedural understanding and put forward a need for the development of procedural understanding among students. The other objectives of this workshop include, identification of a group of interested teachers, analysis of NCERT/ICSE/MSB Text books (STD 8 - 10) with respect to development of PU, study the suitability of various approaches and to develop a few activities for the development of the PU in students during the high school education.

Eligibility for Application:

All high school teachers, who teach PHYSICS section of the science syllabus (STD 8, 9, 10th) are eligible to participate in the workshop. Please note that all the sessions will be conducted in ENGLISH.
